Exhibitor Agreement Rules & Regulations
This concession agreement made this ______ day of __________, 2009 between Studey-McKiddy Media (“LESSOR”) and ___________________________________________  (“EXHIBITOR”).
Failure to abide by the following rules and regulations will result in the unilateral termination of the Agreement whereby the LESSOR shall have no further responsibility to EXHIBITOR regarding space or refund.

1. The rules and regulations are listed here and no other arrangements, oral or written, except as provided for in the agreement are binding upon the parties.

2. EXHIBITOR hereby consents and agrees that, in the event that for any reason the show is canceled in whole or in part, the EXHIBITOR’S payment would be non-refundable but credited toward LESSOR’S next show and that the LESSOR would be relieved and released from any liability whatsoever for loss of business, expenses, or any and all other claims which EXHIBITOR may have as a result of such cancellation. LESSOR reserves the right to change location, date and time of show. The EXHIBITOR’S deposit and/or payment would be non-refundable if EXHIBITOR cancels or with drawls from show, fails to show up and / or attend show or fails to be present the entire duration of show. 
3. LESSOR reserves the right to deny or reject any application for any reason whatsoever.

4. EXHIBITOR understands that the LESSOR can not guarantee the weather, public turnout, success of show, or profit from show. LESSOR can not be held responsible for any type of location, electrical or water problems or damages. Public turnout is an estimated guess and not guaranteed. LESSOR can not be held responsible for any conditions whatsoever. 
5. EXHIBITOR understands that the LESSOR will not be responsible for any losses suffered by EXHIBITOR as a result of theft, property damages, vandalism, or otherwise, despite the fact that LESSOR will provide some minimal security. It will be EXHIBITOR’S responsibility to maintain adequate insurance of its own, and to adequately secure its own property to protect itself against such damages.
6. EXHIBITOR agrees to maintain adequate bodily injury and property damage liability insurance to protect itself and LESSOR from any and all claims for injuries or property damage suffered as a result of EXHIBITOR’S operations at the show.
7. EXHIBITOR shall indemnify and save harmless LESSOR against all loss, cost, expenses or damage on account of any injury to persons or property arising out of, or in connection with, EXHIBITOR’S operation of its business on the premises, including but not limited to, attorney’s fees and costs, including those incurred on any appeal.
8. No animals are permitted. The only exception shall be police dogs on duty and “service” dogs.

9. Concession area must be staffed at all times from 30 minutes before opening each day until 30 minutes after closing each day.

10. EXHIBITOR shall furnish service of fair, reasonable and non-discriminatory basis to all persons desiring such service. EXHIBITOR shall maintain and operate the concession in a first-class manner and shall keep the premises in a safe, clean, orderly and inviting condition at all times, satisfactory to LESSOR. Any representative of LESSOR shall have complete access to EXHIBITOR’S area at all times.
11. LESSOR reserves the right to remove any concession, or any part therefore, which LESSOR deem objectionable, and no refund of money paid for space will be made. If such action is taken, EXHIBITOR waives all claim of whatsoever nature against the LESSOR.
12. No solicitors or sales people will be allowed to work in the aisles or roadways. EXHIBITOR’S may advertise and display from within EXHIBITOR’S licensed space only. Indiscriminate handing-out of any type of literature is not permitted. Such literature may be available on your counter and distributed only upon approval by LESSOR.
13. EXHIBITOR may NOT conduct any drawings or giveaways unless LESSOR has given prior written permission. 
14. EXHIBITOR shall use no noise or sound amplification. No amateur or professional entertainment shall be used without consent of LESSOR.

15. Signs used by the EXHIBITOR must relate to EXHIBITOR’S name, products or services normally offered by EXHIBITOR. LESSOR reserves the right to require removal of unauthorized signs that fail to confirm to the signage requirements.

16. All concession material and equipments owned by EXHIBITOR shall be removed from the show site no later than 3 hours after end of show.
17. Not following LESSOR’S direct verbal orders, unbecoming conduct, to include the use of profane, obscene, abusive or threatening language or consumption of alcoholic beverages, by EXHIBITOR will be grounds for termination of license agreement and eviction of EXHIBITOR. No alcoholic beverages are permitted.
18. Location, electrical and water are not provided by LESSOR. It’s provided by location owner, management of location and/or subcontractor. EXHIBITORS are not guaranteed to have access to electrical or water. There is no access to public drinking water or usable water provided by LESSOR. LESSOR cannot be responsible for location, electrical or water issues or damages.
19.  The EXHIBITOR agrees not to assign or sublease any part of the space herein stated or to exhibit any merchandise or service other than that sold by EXHIBITOR and specified in this agreement. No changes or additions of items will be permitted unless approval in writing prior to the start of the show. EXHIBITOR agrees that the exhibit shall be of such quality as will not create a nuisance for the show, the LESSOR or neighboring concessions.
20. TRASH: EXHIBITOR must remove all bulk trash and similar items from their space and the fairgrounds or be charged prevailing rates. EXHIBITOR must leave space clean and clear after show. Failure to do so will result in a $50.00 charge.
21. In any action to enforce any provision of this agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover reasonable attorney fees and costs. In the event litigation occurs as a result of this contract, the venue for such litigation shall be in Tampa, Florida.
Subject to conditions above, the EXHIBITOR request space in the Tampa Bay Area Family Expo.
